Red fruit aromas are intermixed with rose petal and cinnamon; the ambitious 
palate shows off cherry and leather, but also nuances of tobacco leaf and tea.

Orca, Ventoux, France.
Made from old Grenache vines in the Ventoux region, this rich wine opens with 
ripe fruit flavours, followed by fresh red notes of blackcurrant and raspberry.

Expect a full rich 
flavourful palate with fat tannins and a velvety lingering finish. Cabernet 
Sauvignon, Merlot, Sangiovese.
